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President Bush’s call to signifi-
cantly reduce our nation’s  
dependence on Middle Eastern 
oil and increase production of 
Ethanol was music to the ears  
of Illinois Farmers.  
 
Illinois Farm Bureau delegates 
passed a resolution in Decem-
ber calling for a national energy 
policy “to reduce dependency on 
foreign energy sources with the 
goal of becoming completely 
self-sufficient by 2020.  
 
IFB policy closely reflects Presi-
dent Bush’s stated goal to 
“replace more than 75 percent of 
our oil imports from the Middle 
East  by 2025.” 
 
“Farmers are pleased that the 
President recognizes that a na-
tional commitment to renewable 
fuels like ethanol and biodiesel 
is critical if our nation is serious 
about breaking its addiction to 
oil and ultimately becoming 
more energy self sufficient,” said 
IFB President Philip Nelson of 
Seneca. 
 
In his State of the Union speech, 
President Bush called for 
“additional research in cutting-
edge methods of producing 
ethanol, not just from corn, but 
from wood chips and stalks, or 
switch grass” with the goal of 
making new methods practical 
and competitive within six years.   
 
“Farmers are ready to step up to 
provide whatever homegrown 
fuels are needed to meet the 
challenges of weaning our na-
tion from using foreign oil, im-
proving national security, provid-
ing for a stable economic future, 
and cleaning our air,” Nelson 
said.

“We appreciated the Farm Bureau members helping us during the 
auction. We like to keep the tractors running through the auction ring in an 
efficient manner, having experienced tractor drivers helps tremendously,”  
explained Aumann.
